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Arcadia
1.1. Lycaeus Mountain - Twilight
In Lycaion Mount Italian and German soldiers stole antiquities after many hours of wandering around its archaeological site. The Italians stole valuable archaeological treasures in Lykosura.

Four hundred Italian soldiers, having dined at Lykosura on antiquities, eventually threw three standing columns at the Temple of Despina and four marble slabs for children. They then urinated on the ancient monuments, desecrating them in this way, breaking plates and structures, and then removing the four eagles from Zeus Hill with the diamond relief surface16, which served to activate the water outlet pump. , which watered with pure water. The eagles were transferred to the Museum of Turin, Italy.

The Germans then removed the temple's water-supply pipes to decorate their homes in Germany. 17

No damage was done to the Lykosura Museum, because the guard kept the keys to the entrance to avoid being opened and did not appear at all in the area where the thieves were.

On August 28, 1942, it was announced that the Lykosoura-Lycaean antiquities keeper, G. Drakopoulos, in his report states that he was being held in the Tripoli Prison Shop, held behind the private by Christos Maglara, in his report of damage done to the Italians by the Italians. Temple of Despina. Damage was reported by the caretaker Christos Petrou in his letter No. 4320 - 13 April 1942. 21
The guard of antiquities requested that a photo of the archaeological site be sent because there were no photographs in the Ephorate of Nafplio, nor was it easy, as he said, to take any further action, since the actual cause of Drakopoulos' imprisonment was unknown, so he thought wiser to report them (meaning theft).
 He then states that only the question of the preservation of the archaeological site in Lykosoura arises, which he has commissioned to Drakopoulos, as he temporarily assigned it to a member of his family. On the occasion of the arrest - removal and imprisonment of the guard in the prisons of Tripoli, the Italians looted the archaeological site of the Temple of Despina, as mentioned above.

This action of the conquerors was disclosed by reference to March 11, 1942, made by the Antiquities Registrar of the Eighth Nafplio Archaeological District. After the robberies and thefts by the Italians, German soldiers entered the area and destroyed and pillaged buildings, stealing high value agate seals, statues, gold hoops and helmets.

The seals depicted the worship of the Great Mother Goddess Rea of ​​the upper and lower worlds, both in simple and sacramental ceremonies above and for the sake of the dead. They also depicted her worshiping as Potnia Hunt.

Six seals have Cretan hieroglyphs. All this has been recorded in the Corpus drawn by George Lekakis, an archaeologist-journalist, who gives details of where the stolen antiquities came from. According to him, there are Corpora that are full of seals and which, as the representatives of the foreign museums in which they are, are adamantly acknowledged, are products of smuggling or illegal escape from Greece or smuggling and antiquity, since the exhibitors who own them do not know the basics findings, such as their location, permission to leave the country, etc.

Although their basic characteristics are not mentioned, there is a solution. There are many and countless references and proofs of this. They are found in many European museums and there is evidence that they were introduced to them during the 22nd period

of the German Occupation. These are objects that the Germans channeled to other museums in the extra-German space, such as Paris, Stockholm and elsewhere.

Here we will mention some of them, which come from the Peloponnese area and especially from Arcadia and Corinth, which are largely present.

In Paris there is officially an exhibition of "Medals Collection", including an ancient Greek sealstone and even an inscription. Although it is not only generally stated that it comes from some part of Greece, its characteristics can be understood to be from the Peloponnese and even from the Lycaion Mountain of Arcadia18.

This is the depiction of the Great Mother Goddess Rea of ​​the Upper and Lower Worlds, associated with both simple and mysterious ceremonies.

The archaeologist ATH. Vasilakis read the engravings to the right of the hieroglyphic ru (= Rea the Great Mother, Protector of childbirth) and to the left the hieroglyphic ma (= Great Mother of the Upper and Lower Worlds, worshiped with simple worship ceremonies. ).
So it's another product of antiquity. It depicts Goddess Maya as the Great Mother of the Upper and Lower Worlds. This deity comes from Arcadia. This is evidenced by the fact that the Arcadia-Crete line was open due to the existence of many Arcadian colonies in it, such as Kydonia, Gortys, Arcadia and Phaistos. In Arcadia there was Crete land and therefore Crete land and Cretan cities had direct contact. Both places claimed the birthplace of Zeus. The stamp is made of cornalite and reads from right to left.
All of the above are documented by the Arcadians of Pausanias, who refer to the Cretans, who were demonic creatures of vegetation or euphoria, following the "greatest Kouros", the Cretan god identified there with Zeus the infant. The Koribants, also demons of vegetation, were followers of the Phrygian Great Mother Rea or Cybel. The Great Mother had a special place in the sanctuary 23
of Despina and her own altar in front of the temple. There was a secret teaching for the followers of Koribandis, which Pausanias did not disclose on religious grounds.

1.2. Tegea
In Tegea, the Temple of Athena Alea had not been attacked, neither the ancient theater in Old Episkopi nor, of course, the Byzantine Temple of Virgin Mary, built on the ancient theater.

The museum was stolen from its antiquities after two successive Italian-German military campaigns.

The latter caused 1943 sabotage and theft. Statues and figurines were stolen from the museum's showcases. Fortunately, the rest of the exhibits were hidden by the Greek archaeologists in collaboration with the archaeologists with diligence in the ground below the museum floor.

However, the Germans seized and stolen much of the museum's exhibits, including the Treasures of Tetris and Aleus, as well as the 23-meter altar of Athena's Temple to adorn German homes. Specifically the altar adorns the Pfahlvaurten Museum.

The removal - theft of the altar of the Temple of Athena Athena was done with napalm bombs and power line, which caused a big explosion. After removing him from his post, they loaded him in kilns and transported him to Germany.

They then stole the pump and canopy of the august spring, with the help of which rainwater and ground water were used to irrigate the Tegea field.

The mechanism was transported to Germany, along with its canopy and its four columns, which held the pediment recognized by the golden eagle with the diamond relief surface, with shapes that served to activate the outlet pump to its field. Tegea, which watered itself with pure water.

The Germans then removed the temple's water supply pipes to decorate their homes in Germany. Finally, the Mycenaean goddess Alea Athena was also stolen. 24
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1.3. Stadium (Archaeological Site of Prehistoric Settlement)
From Agios Konstantinos' villager, near the prehistoric village of the village (ancient town of Nykli), German soldiers, after browsing the area, stole the anti-hail and anti-glacial method from the pyramid of the xylophy of brass.

The German soldiers then stole stones and columns from the prehistoric settlement and the Treasure of the Hippo. They also stole statues and stones from the Loutros of Fylaktridos (note village of Accra), as well as statues of the Goddess Aphrodite and Laodicean, to adorn the Pfahlvauten and Berlin museums, as documented by German archives, also removing large lithographs. the hollow of the bathroom.

1.4. Garea (Polichni Gareas)
During a German operation, the summer of 1943 was stolen and destroyed at the Temple of the Poles of Garea19, with smooth figurines, structures, offerings and finally statues.

The Germans' tools were cutters, hammers, and kilns for transport.

They also stole the spinning water regulator, which pumped the water out to irrigate the fields.

The Germans, along with the theft and destruction of the site, set up plantations, throwing them to the ground and then stealing them.

To make it easier to remove, they applied an incendiary powder of hydrogen sulfide or sarin20, which opened with bursts in the ground to make it difficult to remove any stone and finally removed it. They removed porches, stones and reliefs from the top of the space, after first destroying them.

The dam served to prevent winter floods. What they stole was used to decorate mansions and museums in Germany21. 25

 In the same area of ​​Tegea, in the Pausanias22 "Dam", the summer of 1943 the Italian phalanx destroyed by a firebomb, the clay water pipe, built by the ancient Tegeans to contain the flood waters of the field, preventing floods. in winter.

1.5. Oral testimony about Tegea
These testimonies relate to the archaeological sites of the Tegea region and come from its inhabitants, who lived through the events of those very difficult times of the Occupation and are now living. I dare say they are a living story.
Testimony of Mr. Georgios Petropoulos, originally from Stringgou Tegea village
Italian troops entered the archaeological site of Tegea and set up camps in the archaeological site of the Early Christian Basilica, in place of the Feast of Assault, for the purpose of theft and theft. The main point of the research refers to the use of the site as a barracks by the Italians and then by the Germans in the same area.
In the Antioch Mansion there were stacks of sand bags and tents in which the Italians lived. On the side of the road there was an observatory to check the area. From the site the Italians plundered and stole structures and conductors in the structural arrangement of the arcade sequence, which communicated and united the archaeological site of Episkopi with the archaeological site of Alea Athena in the village of Alea. Gold and bronze ribbons were removed from the gate of the Gate, which leads to the Temple of Athena Alea and corresponds with the Feast of the Old Diocese, the Early Christian Basilica and the Church of the Virgin Mary. 26

They opened a gallery and with the method of hidden scale (riffif), they removed treasure with gems, coins, necklaces and buckles as well as pure gold.
Removal of archaeological materials was done by the method of flame guns and the chemical acid sarin (organic acid), which creates a scanning of the materials of the domes. So they removed the components of the buildings.
In the area of ​​the Old Episcopal Tourist Pavilion, which still operates today, there was a ditch with set-up Italian gardens and sacks of sand. This also applies to the Occupation archives, as well as to the German and Italian archives. Today there is no trench because the area has been covered with sea sand that was transported from Kynouria. Antiquities were stolen in this area and, through the underground gallery, which leads to the Temple of Athena Alea in the homonymous village, they transported the thefts, leading them up to Crescent by improvised rails.
The other improvised rails passed the Tegea Hotel in the village of Alea and drove through the station at Tainaro (Cape of Laconia), from where they were loaded onto trucks in Germany for display in Museums23.

1.6. Ashe
The Germans dug a moat with their war machine at the top of the Acropolis to communicate with each other, using stones they took from the ancient wall. These were destroyed by the Germans on their departure24. 27 plain.

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1.7. Karteroli (region between Arcadia-Messinia)
The Italians dug trenches in Bronze Age graves in the eastern part of the village, destroying the trunks of the tombs, which were recently dug by the villagers25.

1.8. Big city
The ruins of the ancient city are intact, but the objects of the collection of antiquities housed in the Gymnasium were stolen and scattered by the Italians in 1941. In connection with the theft, there were one hundred ten small objects - mainly vases - and a weight eraser. a balance of state-of-the-art precision, yet intact. The Italians also stole seventy stone blocks, architectural pieces and fragments of sculptures that were removed from the earth and surrounding stables.

The handwritten testimony, which gives a total of some of the four hundred species, showed in relation to the one hundred previous that another two hundred species were lost from the collection. Many of them were stolen by the Italians, who built with their materials and decorated buildings or used them to make lime.

1.9. Karytaina
On the Franciscan bridge26 on the road to Megalopolis, built in 1440, they were drilled by the Germans in 1943 in eight points of trenches, which served as slots for the precipitations. These trenches were eroded by the floods of the Alpine River resulting in extensive destruction of the bridge. They also demolished the Byzantine stone diaphragm while the Frankish remained intact, although guns were fired by the Germans to control its road axis.

1.10. Beyond Black or Kynuria Black
The theft of archaeological treasures in Arcadia continued with great mania and persistence in archaeological sites. In the burial archaeological site of Melanes or Pera Inks of Kynouria, Italian soldiers, as well as two hundred Germans, looted and destroyed Mycenaean tombs, seizing large quantities of gold and precious stones and stealing marble and lithosphere stones.

In the same way they acted on the plundering of the tombs of Vasquina, from which they stole important finds of Karyatid statues, then laying out important building material, which was transported to German and Italian museums to justify the German and German Germans. Italians Italian.

The methods they used included knives, hammers, sarin and hydrogen sulfide bombs, hoes, spears (tools used to pull stones, that is, structures) through the ground, so that they could be easily transported to their destination. On the bay of Pera Melanes, numerous camps had been set up to control maritime transport and to protect what they said were antiquities.

They also stole two relief columns, which they used to build a watchtower to control the territory there. In the archaeological site there are two watchtowers, which were used as a control center of the archaeological site.
1.11. Ancient Palladium
In August 1943 a group of one hundred soldiers (infantry + aviation) occupied Ancient Palladium, the Acropolis, the Temple of Despina, and the Sanctuary of the Pure Gods, removing valuable treasures and statues from the prehistoric and aghastian period. showcase of the Temple, which is located on the Acropolis of Pallanti. 29

They took a statue of Palland, as well as his treasure, which is kept in the Bari Museum of Southern Italy27.

In this effort, the Germans, who, along with the Italians, stole the treasures, also removed two marble slabs from the birth of Pallant.

The methods they used were steamed buns, fourfold bored at the monument for the purpose of destroying it and removing it from the ground. The Germans used two types of methods: napalm bombs and sarin acid28. Thefts were done by the method of steaming.

1.12. Information from the Libertini Archive for archaeological excavations in Ancient Palladium during the years 1940 - 1943
During the expedition, research and excavations of 1940 by the Italian Archaeological School of Athens led by Guido Libertini, then director of the Italian Archaeological School of Athens, conducted in the Arcadia area, on the hills and site of Ancient Pallanti, it was fantastically stated that he came from the Palatine hill and Rome. This was the main subject of the above-mentioned research. Libertini said he was convinced of the truth of the above, so he took care of the space. So in order to begin the research, one must first identify the landscape.
According to descriptions, the sample of marble found during the excavation is identified by the location found to be from the small 30

Basilica of Saint George. The other area is called Batachi, which leads to the buildings of the Palladium Acropolis. The space is made up of bases, columns and porches. On a diagonal basis there is a legible inscription in Linear A, as illustrated by the shapes of the angles present on the inscription. The inscribed marble is mounted on the diagonal side freely and not embossed, without being too firm.
All the findings of excavations in the area were stolen by the conquerors during the Occupation.
There is no reason to believe that Libertini really believed in the values ​​and culture proposed by fascism. The choice of the new director to open in 1940 a new mission to Palladium, Arcadia, the mythical homeland of Evandros, who was the founder of Rome's first settler in the Palatine Hill, was interpreted by some scholars in this sense, this is a propaganda goal, linked to the cultural climate of the regime. It is, of course, possible that Libertini used the mythological past of the site to explain the importance of new archaeological excavations on behalf of the government, thereby gaining the necessary means to support research in Ancient Palladium29.
In this sense, perhaps Libertini had wisely channeled imperial ideologies "into the problems of ideological and historical interconnections between the two countries", as the site selection for archaeological research in Palladium explains.
The chronology of this excavation is certainly far from the rhetoric of fascist propaganda. Otherwise he should probably praise Pallanti's position as a cradle of Roman culture, thus publicly justifying his choice, as the text gives precise information and clarifies that the absence of Italian missions on the Italian territory, as well as the existing ones There were 31 difficulties in communicating with the islands
reasons that pushed him towards new research in the Peloponnese and made him confine himself to the idea that myth contributes to the area of ​​Pallanti for the Italians because they are thus considered descendants of the Romans: a particularly interesting event and a special charm.
1.13. Oral Testimonies on Ancient Palantio by Mrs Fotini Stratopoulou, retired Demodidaskalissa, from Palantio Arcadia village
In 1938, Italian diplomats and soldiers were found in the archaeological site of Pallanti, who toured it to trace antiquities. Indeed, they managed to achieve their goal and then stole what they found.
A year later, in 1939 and until the '40s, many archaeological treasures were taken away for invaluable value, which were transferred to the museums of Bari and
Turin, Italy.
Italian soldiers carried out acid attacks using chemical acids, such as sulfur mustard and nitromethanol, and easily removed structures, beams, columns, treasures, statuettes. The building blocks were made of durable materials and the material was vein stone, hematite and calcareous stone. The stolen items were Pallanta's treasure, which contained statues, gold coins, crowns, golden biceps, and Despina's treasure, consisting of gold, gems, diamonds, statues of Despina with gold and marble and gold. . Then the Italians stole from the Church of Our Lady (Bataki place) of Ellos (place with pools, waters) the statue of Christ "on a pole", of pure vein marble, a treasure from the Early Christian Basilica of Virgin Mary, and two old golds crosses, decorated with precious stones.
The site of Our Lady of Elos had centuries-old plane trees, which exist to this day. The first excavation in the area was undertaken in the 1940s by archaeologist De La Setta, then director of the Italian Archaeological School of Athens, who subsequently resigned and was replaced by Guido Libertini, 32

who took over the management of the Italian School of Archeology in Athens, leading the excavation at Ancient Pallantio, resulting in the excavation at the site by the above procedure. These archives of theft are in the Mantzounio Library, now the Public Central Library of Tripoli.
1.14. Puppy
The Germans inflicted on Levidi the destruction of the bell tower of the church of the Holy Apostles, located on the top of the hill. This church has two clocks, one old and one new. The Germans blew up the old one, which seems to have stopped until today when they blew it up: 3:50 (four by ten in the afternoon) .30 33

Chapter 2. Thefts and Antiquities of Antiquities in Argolidokorinthia
Except for Arcadia and the rest of the Peloponnese, it was not left untouched by the war machine of the Italian and Germans. Italian-German motorized convoys occupy archaeological sites to steal, destroy, and remove archaeological treasures. from Argolidokorinthia, Messinia, Laconia, Achaia and Ilia.
At this point in our research we will deal with Argolidocorinthia, studying it locally and regionally, highlighting and examining thefts and disasters, analyzing and reporting on the causes, methods, ways of removing and disasters caused by the soil such an intervention.
 The archaeological sites affected in Argolidokorinthia are Mycenae, Tiryns, Argos, Nafplio, Asini (Kastraki site in the ancient Acropolis), the Heraion of Argos near the Acropolis of Larissa (Acropolis of Argos). we go to the city) 31.
In the area of ​​Corinth, Ancient Corinth, Nemea, Acrocorinth, Ancient Cleones, Solygeia, Examilia, Poseidonia and Sicily were affected. In these areas, the invaders have stolen in order to depict the special archaeological environment, pretending to protect the monuments.
Here we will deal with and analyze the causes and theft, according to the records and testimonies we have of them from the reports of
of the archaeological regions, who had recorded them from the beginning to the end. 34
We will begin to explore and analyze each site in turn, starting with the Mycenae, which find numerous cases of theft of archaeological material.
2.1. Mycenae
In Mycenae, which was the cradle of Mycenaean civilization, the first Greek civilization in Greece, the conquest of the theft of treasures and their valuable archaeological material by the conquerors did not cease. The following keywords will be presented in detail below: "Leo's Gate", "Leo's Hand".
The Acropolis and the vaulted tombs remained intact. The Germans and the Italians exceeded any wilderness threshold here. They showed mania of theft and looting after browsing the area. In Mycenae, Italian-German troops found jointly carrying out theft and disaster activities, starring the carabinieri commander Mario Loccateli, who took action in Mycenae, as evidenced by the inscription of his name on the entrance of the Porte. together with Captain Marcarino, leader of the Italian army in the Peloponnese. The Italians stole five vases of the geometric period, as shown in the Lion's Gate, from the gaps in the gate.
They are then joined by the Italians and the German troops, led by the commander of the Es-Es Peloponnese, von Vacano. They are buried in the archaeological site of Mycenae and set up in the highlands, then looting, theft and destruction.
Ten small clippings were observed from the Lion's Gate rising - from the shoulder to the left of the capital's Lion - and it is nothing more than the solution that presents itself alone, the guard room where the robber stole his clothes , breaking his guard. These scraps 35

they were brought to the ground by the Germans using small rifle guns, which they pretended to have saved32.
Then, in the summer of 1943, the Germans plundered the Mycenaean archaeological site. Their prey was an upright at the entrance of the circle of the tomb circle.
The Germans cut off the walls from the entrance and dome of Atreus in an attempt to extract bronze needles from the original decoration, which was still embedded in the stone. They also removed part of the wooden frame, which supported the road to the dome of Klytimnestra33, detached horses and stoned blocks from the Acropolis of Mycenae and from the Lion Gate. Given the fact that individuals had visited the area, as well as the Germans, it was impossible to establish liability for the damage. The use of lime in Mycenae facilitated the removal of archaeological material with napalm bombs and dispersal bombs, which are appropriate for such operations (sodium dichloride sulfide bombs) 34.
Written names of German officers and soldiers were found at the gate of the Lions and at the vaulted tomb of Clytemnestra.
The head of the German forces in the Peloponnese Kraiker denies that German soldiers have written or engraved their names on the Mycenaean monuments, citing the testimony of the guard, which is false, because their names are also known.
In addition to the Germans and the Italians, in January 1943, stones were rolled out of the Mycenaean Acropolis, despite protests from the guard. 36

Others overturned three plates from the tomb enclosure by throwing another plate into a tomb. One of the soldiers engraved his name with his sword at the entrance to the Mycenaean Acropolis
Under the leadership of Captain Marcarino, the Italians of Nafplio stole many of the ancient Mycenae, such as epistles, columns, columns, gold. The Germans stole treasures from the vaulted graves of the Mycenaeans, removed boulders from the Mycenaean Acropolis and structures from the Lion's Gate. They also engraved their names at the entrance to the Lions Gate and shot them with their handguns.
Also, Italian officer Mario Locatelli took action in Mycenae, and his name appears at the entrance to the Lion's Gate with the following elements:
LOCATELLI MARIO

Also, German soldiers, after breaking the door of the jail, cut off two wooden doors and guard clothing, breaking two oil lamps. Other German soldiers left three large firewood from the protective scaffolding of the "Tomb of Clytemnestra".
The Italian Captain Marcarino, whose name is on the Lion Gate of Mycenae, stole five geometrical vessels36. The same officer also stole many antiquities from the same archaeological site, such as arches, columns, domes and gold. The Germans stole treasures from the vaulted tombs of Agamemnon and Klytemnestra.
 2.2. Nafplio
The Italians manufactured concrete blocks in Nafplio and began to execute defenses against the enemy's possible landing. 37

No damage was found in the museum. Most of the exhibits had been safely deposited in a ditch outside the city, the door of which was locked - secured by ELAS, which was searching for weapons in December 1944. According to the Guardian - Foreman of his Museum Nafplio nothing was stolen or broken and the door was replaced, locked and sealed. But the damage was caused outside the Nafplio Museum, in the area of ​​Palamidi, the canons and the city center. In these areas, the Italians and Germans looted and stolen valuable archaeological items, transporting them back home. Many of the stolen items are even given to individuals who have illegal collections.
From Flash-Tripoli37 and Proceedings of the Conference "History - Archeology in the Peloponnese" with speakers Mr Sotirios Raptopoulos, archaeologist and Mr Konstantinos Tsiabasis, Professor of the University of Messina, it is shown by what I said above and by them two occupation forces removed the cannons of Nafplio as well as the bomb at the end of February 1941 on the grounds that they were scrap metal. They then destroyed the Itch Kale watch in Nafplio, removing all its mechanism.
The seizure of the canons was ordered by the Italians, who caused damage to homes, erecting holes and digging holes. The German and Italian occupation records document the catastrophes38.
They manufactured multipurpose and concrete mortars at the top of the fortress and the city. They placed barbed wire on the beach of Arvanitia and blocked the port's entrance from the lighthouse to the Bourtzi fortress and the Valtos beach, with a barrier of wooden beams and strong barbed wire so that boats and small ships could not be accessed 38
of boats. They also began to build large bombardment shelters with the shape of a cave inside the rock.
These projects had no defense significance and power and provoked ironic comments from the city's population. Serious fortifications were also carried out along the swamp beach to the villages of Myli and Kiveri. They then carried out acts of theft and looting at the Nafplio Museum. Their range of activity started from the port, passed through Syntagma Square, included the Archaeological Museum and the Itch Kale clock, and ended up on the outskirts of the harbor and in addition to the lion between Palamidi and the cemetery. Their prey was the five canons of Nafplio, stolen on the pretext that they were scrap metal and transported to Venice, where they adorn a villa.
They then broke the water supplier, from an ancient aqueduct, and with improvised pumps were taking water to meet the needs of the Italian army, according to the Italian archive, signed by General Lombardi and a document describing a theft incident in Nafplio "NAFPLIOU") dated October 18, 1941, addressed to the Ministry of National Education (Directorate of Archeology). The document is written and sent by the then Nafplio Curator of Antiquities, A. Lembesis.
There is a historical note about the theft in Nafplio, which states:
“The historical note of the fate of the canons of the Venetians in Nafplio dates back to the 17th century and continues until the 18th century, during which cannons and bombers were maintained by trained artisanal scientists who were curious about doing them all. rehabilitation, in order to use them in the struggle against the Turks to form the artillery of the Revolution. Their maintenance and use took place from 1715-1717 and were placed in the castle area as static and others in the military battalions of the revolution, which were used as exhibits in the Nafplio Museum and in particular on the ground floor. At the Nafplio Museum 39
were kept in excellent condition and maintained to remind them of their valuable contribution to the race. During the Occupation, when the Italians and Germans invaded Greece and even Argolis, they committed theft of valuable objects, treasures and other valuable materials. ”
Here, based on the data investigated, we will identify the main causes of canon theft. The canons of Nafplio were kept in Leonardo's prisons, which were near the Bouleuterion, in the old mosque of Nafplio, without Ephoros Pitini's reaction to their transfer. The location is on the street, lacking a wide enclosure, and is inappropriate not only because the space is polluted in a variety of ways, but it can also cause hairs or even more serious damage to them.
The situation in the area created a bad and furious impression on the Italian authorities, who expressed a tendency to carry the guns to Italy. They appear to have been quiet after a temporary disturbance, when it was explained when and under what conditions the shipment was carried out, despite objections from the competent authority.
Subsequent to the reference document, Prefect A. Lempesis says that he has no suggestions for solutions. It stresses that there is neither room to place them nor is it easy in the present circumstances to facilitate their transport, despite objections from the competent authority, because they have already been transported, and because they are heavy and lack the necessary mechanical lifting means. and travel.
Around the transportation and processes of safe transportation and settlement, the responsible can only think about it after the crisis is over. Prefect Lempesis stresses at this point that the relative movements of those concerned are being monitored. Lembesi's reference is the countdown to the theft, so he has to announce to the respected Ministry, if he thinks, the thing at the Italian Archaeological School here. The informative possibility is that it suggests that the Italians would be theft, which they did then. The watchman, he says, made every possible detailed description of them, as well as four other 40

bullets, similarly bombarded, cut off, near Theodore's statue Colocotron. The cannons of Nafplio were stolen at the end of February. The Italian military authorities ordered the transfer of historical canons, called the "Five Brothers," along with another similar weapon (bomber) and a bomb, all Venetian with historical acronyms and related to the history of the city of Nafplio. The theft was justified by the Italians, saying it was scrap metal.
The Italians, during their stay in the museum, prevented the archaeologists serving there from free supervision of antiquities, thereby preventing the curator of antiquities from inspecting the Venetian fortresses of Palamidi.
The Italians occupied the ground floor of the Museum where they were barred and raided four showcases, located in that apartment. Then the Italians stole the open showcases and from their place tried to blackmail the Greek archaeologists to give them antiquities. So the responsibility would not be on the Italians and they would get what they wanted, something that was sometimes suggested by even the general, sometimes in return for a formal travel permit to Athens.
The cannons, along with others stolen from the Nafplio Museum, are located in the Venice Museum with buildings from around the area, also adorning villas and public buildings. The Guardian Christos Petrou was then in charge of the Nafplio Archaeological Museum.
The Italian Archives of the Occupation document the removal of the old canons of Nafplio by the following order-reference:
"The removal of the old canons from Nafplio, known as the" Five Brothers ", was ordered by the Greek authorities to go back but was declared by the chief, saying that the commander was not able to accept your request for a refund.
Officer F. Magri39 signed this file.

In the summer of 1943 the Italians destroyed antiquities on the Marbuna hill. They then used the Mycenaean side as an offshore weaponry site and built a specific watchtower - above a medieval Hellenistic house complex on the west side of the hill. Underneath the slopes of the complexes of some Mycenaean houses were discovered smaller ones, used for construction purposes, as they incorporated in the site lost stones (shingles), with which they built the exterior posts.
In other gunsmiths, set on the east side of the Acropolis and on the diodes, the parties cut through the towers on the walls of the 4th century BC. Pottery gives this date. A geometric deposit was also damaged. The Mycenaean burial order west of the city is intact.
In the archaeological record of the Swedish archaeologist Alex Person, it is reported that in the archaeological site of Asini, the Italians built two guard boats, one at the height of the Panagia temple and the other at the back of the Acropolis, facing the sea.
They then bombarded with sulfur monoxide bombs on the ancient port of the Acropolis of Asini and removed the harbor structures, the solar surface and the lighthouse with its mechanism. Today there are the harbors of the port, which are covered by the sea.
Asini belongs to the 4th Archaeological Site of Argolida, based in Nafplio.
Christos Petrou, then Registrar of Antiquities, sent a letter to the Ministry of Education40 dated August 11, 1943, describing the situation in the archaeological sites of the Asini area, which was being tested in the periphery of the Registrar during the night. 43

On the hill of the citadel the Italians carried out extensive fortifications! What was done inside the acropolis is not known, because no one was allowed to approach. Dynamite bursts were reportedly inevitably triggered by evasions and skirmishes41.
The following serious damage has been identified from the on-site transshipment and external examination: (a) Single Mycenaean wall of the citadel has been damaged by the removal of stones. These damages near the entrance are rather obvious. b) The foundations of the houses of the "downtown", immediately west of the church of the Virgin Mary (Frodin-Person, Asine fig. 9), have always appeared, of the stones used for the construction of fortifications or dwelling houses. Certainly the same Roman calves were found. (c) The carved Mycenaean tombs, on the western slope of the acropolis of Barbuna hill, have been converted into ammunition depots. d) In other gunsmiths that were stationed on the east side of the acropolis and on the passageways, the parties cut through the towers on the walls of the 4th century. B.C. The Mycenaean burial order west of the city is intact. Of course, in proportion to their conclusion, the destruction of the other ancient relics on the acropolis should also be considered.
For these damages, it was not enough for the guard of Bikakis' protests to stop, nor for his actions. The guard says:
"The Nafplion based administration of the Division, which responded to it, replied that" the situation is such that the security of the army is paramount, against which the ancient ones cannot be calculated ".
The hill of the Acropolis of Asini was used for the construction of fortifications42. On top of the hill of Asini for the case of this theft they used dynamite. And while it is true that antiquities at the foot of the hill were not harmed by the work being done, 44
but it is next in the event that future military operations are at immediate risk of being bombarded by airplanes and artillery shells.
The keeper was not allowed to rise from the hill to form a clearer idea of ​​the scope of work
In the summer of 1943, ancient tombs were destroyed, the contents of which were not handed over to the Greek Archaeological Service. The destruction of ancient Asini by the Italians was perfect, radical and totalitarian; it was not designed and deliberated by the Italian Supreme Military Command and executed by senior and inferior officers. Everyone is fully responsible for this unprecedented disaster.
Among them, in particular, the captain, Banjo Lezi from Pisa, was captured by the Germans in September 1943. The following are inscribed on the slabs of the archaeological site in Asini: "Lavori terminate 9-5-42 Caporale continuo 433 Btg -TM laComp. 4a Plotone, Le Squandra ».
According to field investigations by Mr. Babi Antoniadis, Surveying Engineer at the Nafplio Archaeological Museum, there have been excavations, trenches and deep holes in the territory of the Acropolis of Asini, proving that the site was hit by Italian firefighters and firearms. the ancient ruins and the ruins of the buildings there. This is why there is a relative image on the website of the Nafplio Archaeological Museum.
2.4. Slow
The Museum of Argos was found to be in very poor condition. The scribe testified that the Germans took a geometric amphora from Heraion, located near the village of Prosymna in Argos, west of the Acropolis of Larissa, and priced coins and treasures. The Italians also stole from the Museum a horse archery, five archives, two lamps and two female figurines, according to the archive of the Dutch archaeologist Vollgraff, which was at the service of the French Archaeological Institute of Athens. 45

The Italians laid a concrete floor five meters wide in the middle of the orchestra they used in 1942. They also cut a wing of thirteen steps on the left walls in the center of the foreground.
From the Heraion of Argos they stole an amphorae and coins of priceless value.
Near Argos were carried out by the German military excavations under the supervision of K. Grundmann, which was also attended by General Speidel. They found ancient artifacts, which remained for years at the German Institute. A number of clay objects in Argos were delivered around the end of the Occupation at the National Archaeological Museum of Athens43.
The Italians of the military administration there broke through the window of the Argos Museum and stole many items44 from it, such as a gold ring and precious earthenware. Among the stolen items are a gold ring, sculptures and clay objects, and others that were ignored, coming from the Vollagraff excavations and sealed in boxes to be studied by the excavator. Among the looters there was even a box full of their excavations. Many of the numbered items are missing from the museum's showcases.
On October 24, 1941 Lieutenant-Commander Argus Aurelio Marcarino of the 3rd Regg. Avt. Alpina, at the behest of General U. Ricagno, left various objects in the Argos Museum, including a horse rope, five vases, two lamps and two female figurines. However, when he was informed that he would apparently be asked to return the items, he directed and burglarized the museum to cover up the theft.
The burglary took place on the 30th of the same month by the Italian soldiers, who served under his command. During the burglary several objects of the museum were removed, among them a geometric vessel about 0.30 m high, two 46

Corinthian pointed amphorae, two Attic lithocytes with anthemites of the 5th c. BC, unmistakable Roman vase, clay figurines, obscure objects because the museum directory catalog was also stolen. However, the article "Buried Ancient in War", which is posted online, lists and details the thefts, which Konstantinos Tsiambassis is researching from the University of Messina (Università di Messina) 45.
It should be noted that three of the above-mentioned clay pots46, which had been stolen by Marcarino, were not returned. But the scribe found and found the specific items in the aforementioned directory of the Internet.
On the south side of the archaeological site of Argos, near the Inakos River, on a level equal to its level and its bridge, at the point where the cemetery of Saint Basil Argos is located, there were according to Pausanias pine forests, cypresses and firs, in which there were and are
still visible rubbish sites left by the bombings of Louftwaffe, which bombarded the ancient Acropolis of Argos Larissa, bombarding the archaeological site of Argos which they used as an airport, according to German documents. Pausanias describes and analyzes the site47 with all the monuments he saw in it. There are two entrances to the site, one to the east and the other to the west, measured by the Germans in Occupation, who, with their dimensions, constructed the Argos airport, which was used as a refueling point for the German bombers Stoukas in Leuftwaffe. the bombardments of Maleme of Crete and the area of ​​Transfiguration of Molonas in Laconia. The German "Louftwaffe" has installed it in the wake of the attack on Crete - three JU87 Stoukas (notorious bombers), 47

which were used here by this method, precisely for the purpose, which was to locate the ancient monument and achieve it exactly where it was. The paratroopers then plundered the ancients with the initial contribution of the nitromethanol-dispersed bombs, which according to its chemical analysis removed the antiquities on the surface, softening it and removing the archaeological elements completely. napalm and dispersion, as mentioned above, as well as nitromethanol bombs, which were rapidly burning. Then they coughed and confused. This results from the characteristics of nitromethanol, which is a powerful explosive and not a fuel, has high acidity, produces little heat and does not produce energy per kilo of fuel. It is an explosive substance that generates deafening noise, lasts flames and pauses the sound path, causing
confusion in the landscape and in case of looting - theft of archaeological sites, as here in the archaeological site of Argos. There were signs forming landing lanes and the area had roads destroyed and looted by the Germans after the bombardment by Louftwaffe, transported to Germany by lorries by Feetz, who from his two ships and in Corinth, he transported them to Germany. In the archaeological site of Argos, German military excavations were carried out under the supervision of K. Grundmann, which was monitored and supervised by Spiedel48, as we know from German documents. As it is known, there are ancient artifacts found in them, which remained for years at the German Archaeological Institute. A number of clay objects of Argos were delivered around the end of the Occupation at the National Archaeological Museum of Athens. All of the following were transported to Germany, such as: columns of temples, statues, plaques of passageways and towers, the so-called treasures of Polyneiks and his Allies, who were recruited to assist him. The Germans from all over the region had looted and taken most of the archaeological findings, transporting them to Germany. There, there were 48

Pausanias the temple complexes of Orthia Artemis and Aphrodite, in which stood the wooden statue of the goddess to the east and the statue of Areos to the west49. All this was stolen by the Germans and transported by truck to the "Pergamemuseum" Archaeological Museum in Berlin, from the Archaeological Museum of Argos.
According to the archaeological record of Vollgraff, it is certified by the French Archaeological Institute of Athens that its Mycenaean inscriptions were stolen.

But they didn't bother to research it, to understand it. In 1930 it was in the same place where Luders had copied it, that is, in the garden of the home of Dimitrios Kouzi, a doctor in Argos. His father was a forger * from Argos. Luders accurately stated that the stone was in horto demarche = in an ancient Greek garden. Since then those who issued it without being found on the spot have unjustly indicated that the stone was kept by the authorities (the municipality) or the garden (non-existent) of the municipality. Since 1872 the stone has not been damaged. It is a piece of white limestone, broken from all sides (height 0, 24 m, width 0, 20 m and thickness 0, 15 m). Character height 0, 12 m. Interval 0, 006 m. The thickness of the track is such that it may belong to a column of relatively large dimensions. To be published at IGA, Roehl had the copy and seal of Luders, who had already served Kirchhoff. But the faithful copy which was published by Roehl and subsequently reproduced by Fraenkel on IG. It is poorly made and gives the impression that it is carelessly engraved. The lines are not clearly horizontal, they are curved and lower to the right. The new faithful copy depicted here (fig. 1) shows that the inscription does not compete well with the fine inscriptions of the center or the second half of the 5th century. The characters are arranged in a diminutive manner. The copy of Kofiniotis (1) is worthless. It does not appear that the white space above the F1 of I1 seems to have yet been observed. Line 1. The oblique sign at the beginning of the line has been hitherto unnoticed. At the end of the line, the oblique mark identified by Kirchhoff was unjustly received by Roehl and Fraenkel. The characters of the alphabet to which the two oblique signs could belong are A, L (gamma), M and N. The second letter of the line was read as A by Kirchhoff. Roehl was the first to realize that at this point there are actually two letters that overlap in part: A and O. Considering that O was in surplus, Roehl was reading [c] storey, a reading then adopted by Roberts, Prellwitz and Fraenkel, but without trying to justify it, specifying that it might be the ending of a letter that began in such a way - which would be rather difficult. To summarize, it seems that O was engraved less deeply than A. So O would have engraved it first. When he later realized his mistake, he would have slightly scratched the smooth surface of the column and eventually replaced it with an A, fully accented, circular character, which became less prominent. Schulthess, in his article on the "secretaries" of the Encyclopedia Pauly-Wissowa, does not mention it yet, and the latest edition of Liddell et Scott only refers to some Greek texts found in Egypt dating from the 1st and 2nd centuries. A.D.
As for the plural I write, it shows that this is not one but two secretaries at least. We must therefore see an exception to the rule, which is generally followed in Greece, an exception that is not without examples (1).
So does this piece belong to a decree from Argos? Unless we want to think of a resolution of a clan or a religious group, this is not the case in the 5th century. It is therefore right at the beginning of the preamble to give the original form: 'ala'a ali', which we know was used by the 5th century, followed by the name of the president, government or council (2).

Only if 'public' means 'at the expense of the state', 'at the service of the state' or elsewhere 'at the will of the people', is it acceptable to say 60
'Public debt' in the sense of 'debt owed'? The solution here is to keep distance from any performance effort. One could try to see in the wake the ending of the name of a deity of Argos. So, among the gods who were officially worshiped in the city or even in the suburbs, to my knowledge there is only one name that can end in this way. This is Artemis Rectia, which Pausanias speaks of (1). An archaic inscription from Lacedaemon (2) and an Arcadian inscription give the form of Fortesia, which was then converted to Fortheia, Fortheia, Orthia, Corinth (4).

Three similar monuments were listed in 1879 by Arthur Milchhoefer (5). The inscriptions they bear have been corrected and republished by Fraenkel (6). Two of the columns come from the church of Agios Ioannis, which is half an hour east of Argos, the third column comes from the church of Agia Varvara in Laloukas, a village one quarter from Agios Ioannis. From all this Milchhoefer (7) concluded that the Eumenides had in antiquity a 61
in the same place where they later built the church dedicated to the Apostle John. This is an unjustified conclusion, because the ancient stones we find embedded in the walls of a Byzantine church were not necessarily found in the territory of the same place in which they were built. They could well have been transported from a neighboring place. Also a fourth tribute again to Eumenides, issued only in 1902 (1), was discovered like ours, near Tiryns. So, I think it's in the area between Tiryns and Dalamanara, where we should look for the Eumenides of Argos (2).

We see in Frontin that Roman architects used to accurately indicate the length of the aqueducts. Anio vetus occupied a space of 43,000 feet. Aqua Marcia had 61.7101 / 2 (1) dimensions, Anio novus 58.700, Aqua Claudia 46.406.

2.5. Tyrins
According to German occupation records, the damage is said to have increased from 152 to 1113 positions.
The rock tunnels beneath the castle have been hit.
The altar was not damaged. In Tyrinth we have a succession of troops and Italian and German troops, who have committed acts of violence, looting, destruction and theft. The Germans also dug two long ditches into the walls, finishing with a pit digger50.
The reason for the destruction by the Germans was in the presence of the Italians, who had achieved in advance a complete and utterly caused by the disaster themselves, which served as an example, as far as possible, of a biased response to entry and to continue the acts of violence and theft.
Something similar happened in the case of the destruction of the tomb in the Isopata of Knossos, Crete.
The Germans used this Mycenaean settlement as a first alarm (Alarm (A, A) and observation post-station).
Two passages were opened at the outer peak of the reinforcement wall, high on the southeast side of the hill, which ended with interconnections approximately two and a half meters wide. land area, directly to the north of the river, and the other in the south direction of the palace, causing the boundary to collapse from the outside of the palace propylon, causing it to collapse and break.
The altar was dug into the palace, from the new shelter on the southeast side of the dock head and down the path, into the small settlement at the side entrance of the Acropolis. At the main entrance, along the fortification of the walls, this pit is undermined at the corner of the long wall of the Late Mycenaean period, causing it to fall along with the stone block (blocks). These constituted the fortification of Tiryns, according to Pausanias51 the boulders weigh many tones justifying the view of the traveler that not even a pair of halves were able to move the smaller of them. After the wall fell, they removed the boulders from the stone complex, loaded them into trucks and transported them to Germany for exhibition at the Pfahlvauten Museum.
The Germans then proceeded with these methods of power transmission52 after digging deep enough across the Acropolis to place firearms in the archaeological site of Tiryns. Between the excavations of the ancient city and the tunnel above it, two large shelters were found inside the rock. Near the entrance they excavated a place for a gun. Another machine gun position had been excavated in the middle
Acropolis53. Most of the damage was caused by the construction of the third artillery, which was set up in the west yard. For this energy they dug a ditch, excavating the entire courtyard, which was covered with solid stone. They also destroyed part of the altar and part of its proximal base. The methods of destruction were repeatedly used in various parts of Tiryns by dynamite, bombs 70 and their way of working, to the epithetical Institute were stones from the eastern part of the Southern Greek Referat Kunstschutz. 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2.6. Corinth
During the German occupation, excavations were made at the archaeological site of Corinth under General Stabs-Gefr. Hans-Gunter Feetz and Kunz, during which important archaeological findings came to light.
The two German generals mentioned above commanded their soldiers to load them into trucks and transport them to Germany.
Ancient Corinth and the Museum of Corinth suffered a great deal of damage, theft and looting by the Italian and German conquerors, as Corinth had suffered during its conquest by the Romans and even by Lefkio Mommio. Then the statues of Aratos, Aristidus, Heraclius, stoned by Dionysus's cloak, Dionysus et al.57 were stolen.

In late December 1941, under the orders of the Italian Governor of the Peloponnese, much of the spring of Verna, Roman period, was taken. Twelve moldy fragments and two pre-cast parts were taken from this point by the Chief General of Xylokastro.
Later, soldiers of the German army stole a statue of a daughter from the archaeological site of Corinth. The following are only those of the thefts, for which the details of the cars on which the thieves were on could be retained65.
